This package includes one quart 
of chunky soup and one quart of pureed soup along with a Soupergirl mug and an organic baby rattle - 
$45. 

This package includes one 
quart of chunky soup and one quart of pureed soup, a Soupergirl mug and Tazo tea - $40.
